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Members of Recovery Partners of Vermont received the following benefits in FY24:
Legislative Support:
· Access to Action Circles for legislative efforts (partially supported by an anonymous funder).

· Advocacy efforts through Action Circles resulted in:
· $1,500,000 for Peer Recovery Coaching in the justice system.
· $1,230,000 increase in base funding for Vermont’s certified Recovery Residences.
· $325,000 from Opioid Settlement Funds for Recovery Residences Scholarships.
· Changes to landlord/tenant laws to protect Vermonters residing in recovery residences.
